2009 Accomplishments
In 2009 the Board of Directors, working with Executive Director Dale Reimer, accomplished the following:

· Developing teleconferencing capabilities, increasing membership, develop networking with other states that have Executive Directors, improving communication among members and developing an AzONE newsletter.

· A strategic planning process took place in March 2009 with the information collated and presented to staff with a summary at the September meeting.  This information will be used as a reference in future educational planning for AzONE.

· PayPal system was established.

2009 Education and Leadership Development
AzONE offered four educational sessions in 2009 that addressed the needs of its membership.
· January 2009:  Education presented by Laurie Liles of the Arizona Hospital and Healthcare Association (AzHHA).  This was a comprehensive legislative update.

· March 2009:  Educational presentation by the Donor Network of Arizona as well as a presentation on the Nursing Data Center by Barb Averyt of Arizona Hospital and Healthcare Association that included work force data and patient safety initiatives being addressed by AzHHA specifically related to the RN, LPN, Pharmacists and Pharmacy Tech workforce supply in Arizona.

· September 2009:  Strategic planning feedback provided by Julie Ward to be used for further education planning; update on membership drive and PayPal system by Dale Reimer; and a presentation titled "Black Belt Leadership in the Medical Profession" by Dr. Michael Foley who presented the use of ancient wisdom for modern medicine.

· November 2009:  Explanation of the Department of Health Service revised complaint policy by Connie Belden and presentation by Ricardo Torres about the super union being formed as well as information for nurse leaders in understanding and working with organized labor.
