	Legislative Update 
( Mardy Taylor )                 
	1. Successful  Collaboration to defeat bill #2041
· Collaboration to defeat this bill assigned to 3-4 committees for processing.  
2. AZ budget deficit 1 billion this year, 1.7 billion in 2009.
· This has stimulated government to pursue several cuts in AHCCCS (10%) in operations and reimbursements. 
· Proposed cuts include:   Decrease CME-Medical education, Decrease ASU combined campus community funding and proposing to change process for school expansion by instituting debt financing.

· Proposing to combine Respiratory Therapy Board with Board of Nursing  as well.


	
	

	State Board of Nursing Report

(Joey Ridenour) 
	1. DES-Division Children’s Services 

· Child Support-payments more than 6 months in rears; will result in revoke/suspended licensure with court order.  CNA’s included & employer will be notified.  Outlined in new in state board publication this month.

2.  Immigration-documentation individual is a citizen or here lawfully.  Start renewals early!

3.  Respiratory Therapy-Potentially merged with State BON.  Legislatures say this will most likely not move ahead, but it may be brought up next year for another review. Board structure is a big concern. 

4.   Substance Monitoring.  Changes outlined in state board publication this month. 

People who prescribe and abuse process, such as fraud, will be prosecuted. State Board needs to write the rules for implementation.  

5.   Bill before Senate Health regarding private CNA programs.  Dual registration by both private/post sections board & BON.  State BON feels it is dual governance and opposed this regulation and it was unanimously opposed.
