1. Right to Choose 101- Backed by two physicians at the Goldwater Institute –any one can get services from any provider, this will highly impact our AHCCCS system as well as managed care. 
2. Majority Rules 105-Any initiative must request majority of votes for registered voters. Backed by liquor and fast food chains, could impact initiatives such as tobacco tax & trauma funding.

	· NP Act is in the process of being updated, pending publication in 2009 timeframe.  
· State budget issues have impacted the Board of Nursing.  More than $1 million plus decrease in their budget. In order to balance their operations they will be proposing increasing the fee structure this year.  These increases will impact both renewal as well as new applicant fees. · Healthcare workforce data center –the Healthcare Institute will be working to update data on nursing workforce. LPN data will be included this time, as well as data on Nurse Practioners and Pharmacists.
